Synonyms: Raptorial , Avaricious 

Antonyms: Defensive , Lovable 

Example Sentence: He said:'This 
predatory behaviour is a concern to 

parents. 

2-Conducive(Adjective): स ायक : Helping 

or making something happen 

Synonyms: Favorable , Valuable 

Antonyms: Hindering , worthless 

Example Sentence:  A quiet room is a 

more conducive atmosphere for studying. 

3-Diversity(Noun):विभिन्नता: The wide 

variety of something 

Synonyms: Medley , Variance 

Antonyms: Similarity , Uniformity 

Example Sentence: The school aims for 

diversity in its student population. 

4-Monograph(Noun): प्रबिंध : Piece of 

writing on particular subject. 

Synonyms: Essay , Thesis 

Antonyms: Muddle , Mess 

Example Sentence:  “They are publishing 
a series of monographs on music in late 

medieval and Renaissance cities" 

5-Benchmarks(Noun) : मानदण्ड: A 

standard that other things can be 

compared to 

Synonyms: Canon , Convention 

Antonyms: Criticize 

Example Sentence: The valuation 
becomes a benchmark against which to 

judge other prices 

6-Constraints(Noun): प्रततबिंध : Something 

that limits you 

Synonyms: Restriction , Limitation 

Antonyms: Liberty , Allowance 

Example Sentence:  They refuse to work 

under constraint any longer. 

7-Turmoil(Noun): शोरगुल : A state of 

great noise or confusion 

Synonyms: Tumult , Disorder 

Antonyms: Tranquility , Relaxation 

Example Sentence:  The country has been 

in turmoil for the past 10 years. 

8-(Marred(Verb) :  ख़राब करना; क्षतत 
प ुुँचाना : To harm or damage something 

good 

Synonyms: Impair , Spoil 

Antonyms: Unbroken 

Example Sentence:  There were at least 
three different footprints but they were 

marred and nearly indistinguishable. 

9.CONSIDERABLE (ADJECTIVE): (ध्यान 
देने लायक़): distinguished 

Synonyms: noteworthy, noted 

Antonyms: insignificant 

Example Sentence:Snow was a limited, 

but still considerable, novelist. 

10. VEX (VERB): (खीझाना): annoy 

Synonyms: irritate, infuriate 

Antonyms: mollify 

Example Sentence:The memory of the 
conversation still vexed him.. 
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
